1. Sit down to fit the MALLEOFORCE/MALLEOFORCE PLUS.

2. Roll down the ankle support from the top blue border as far as the silicone pads.
3. Then grip the support by the pads and pull it over your foot.

4. The support is properly fitted when the heel sits firmly in place and the lateral pads
are positioned behind and below the ankle.

5. Pull up the upper end of the support again and straighten it over the foot and ankle.
